One Hundredth MA Community Approves the Community Preservation Act

25 out of 27 spring CPA elections successful

CPA cites and towns spend at least $170 million so far for local projects

State has distributed $75 million in matching funds; will distribute $49.5 million more this October

Boston, MA – Marion is the 100th Massachusetts community to adopt the Community Preservation Act since the State Legislature enacted the CPA in 2000. Voters there went to the polls yesterday and approved the Act by a margin of 71% to 29%. Nearly a third of the Commonwealth has now adopted the Act in just under five years. 

The Community Preservation Act (CPA) allows municipalities to raise and earmark a portion of the local property tax levy for critical investments in four areas: affordable housing, land protection, historic preservation, and public recreation. The state provides matching funds to participating communities every October.

This spring voters approved 93% or 25 of 27 local CPA ballot questions. These voters agreed to tax themselves to build affordable housing, protect open space, create parks and other recreational facilities, and revitalize historic sites in return for state matching funds. 

“In our work across the country, we have never seen such widespread adoption by local governments of a smart growth ballot measure in such a short period of time” said Ernest Cook, Director of Conservation Finance for the Trust For Public Land, “ We will be encouraging other states to consider the Massachusetts model.”

Dorrie Pizzella, Executive Director of the Community Preservation Coalition, attributes part of the program’s rapid acceptance to both its “four-year track record of successful local initiatives” and the “state honoring its pledge” to provide matching grants to participating localities. “Voters have confidence in the program, having seen how neighboring towns are benefiting, and they want to sign on” said Pizzella.

Recent adoption trends underscore the point. While the initial adoption rate in 2001 and 2002 was 53%, since the beginning of 2004, 39 of 42 ballot votes have been successful, an adoption rate of 93% during that time. Nearly every municipality that adopted the Act during 2004 and 2005 was adjacent to an existing CPA city or town. Indeed, seven communities approved the Act this spring after at least one prior vote to reject the measure, having seen their neighboring communities benefit from the program. Compared to the law’s initial two years, recent adopters are also a more diverse group, including Fairhaven, Kingston, Randolph and other towns with median incomes below the state average.     
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*FY 2006 expenditures will increase as more appropriation votes take place throughout the balance of the year.

The graph above shows total CPA expenditures for each spending category in the five fiscal years since passage of the enabling law. During this time, CPA communities have appropriated more than $170 million for almost 900 local projects. Approximately $15 million in additional spending is expected to be approved in the next couple of months. 

Affordable housing development and open space transactions have garnered the largest share of this funding with 36% and 38% of the total, respectively ($71 million for open space and $66 million for housing). Historic preservation projects have received $36 million, or 20% of total funding, while $13 million or 7.1% has gone to public recreation. By June 30, 2005, CPA cities and towns will have generated $115 million in local surcharge revenue since 2001. After the fourth round of state matching funds are distributed this October, that amount will have been matched by the state, dollar for dollar. 

“The scope and creativity of what communities have done with CPA funds is what we envisioned when the Legislature passed the act,” said Bob Durand, who wrote the CPA as a state Senator and continued to marshal support to pass it when he later became Secretary of Environmental Affairs. "The fact that so many communities have adopted the act to date shows what a valuable tool it is in protecting and enhancing our quality of life."

Community Housing

Since the first communities adopted the CPA in 2001, municipalities have approved nearly 200 grants for housing that will create more than 700 new units of affordable housing. This funding is being targeted to municipal employees, young families, seniors and others who may live, work or attend school in a community but find themselves increasingly priced out of the local housing market. CPA cities and towns have used the measure to fund comprehensive housing production plans, site feasibility studies, housing trusts, offices and other community-based entities to manage and develop housing, down payment and rental assistance programs, accessibility and other improvements to existing public housing, the rehabilitation of existing stock into affordable units, new construction on largely municipally-owned land, and roadway, septic and other infrastructure to support future housing development. 

In those CPA communities with little or no prior experience or capacity for affordable housing development, CPA housing funds have provided a powerful incentive to for them to address the issue.

“The fact that so many different communities have used CPA funds to create affordable housing or to lay the groundwork for future housing development is an encouraging sign for the affordable housing community,” said Aaron Gornstein, Executive Director of the Citizen’s Housing and Planning Association (CHAPA).

Land Protection and Public Recreation

The CPA has now protected over 5,500 acres of open space in the Commonwealth through a combination of land purchases and the acquisition of conservation and other easements to protect property in private ownership. Local communities have approved grants to acquire land surrounding municipal water supplies, to protect farms, forests, riverfront, lakes, ponds, other wetlands and wildlife habitat and to clean-up environmental contamination. In the area of recreation, the CPA has helped to create more than 50 new parks, playgrounds, and athletic fields including design and construction funds for nearly a dozen rail-trail projects. More than $2 million in CPA funding has gone to renovations of existing recreational facilities that had fallen into severe disrepair.

Historic Preservation

Approximately 250 historic sites have been preserved with CPA grants since 2001. Municipalities have used this funding to revitalize aging city and town halls, libraries, schools, firehouses, commons, cemeteries, monuments, canals, bridges, lighthouses, and other municipally owned historic buildings and landscapes. CPA funded-restoration efforts include the preservation of architectural features and fabric as well as handicapped ramps and elevators, window, roof, and foundation repairs and other renovations necessary to bring historic buildings up to code. Communities have also appropriated funds for the purchase and preservation of historic properties in private or non-profit ownership such as museums, historical societies, churches, grange halls, mill buildings, commercial storefronts and streetscapes, for the completion of historical and archeological surveys, and for the purchase of preservation easements to protect significant properties from demolition or inappropriate alterations. In the 5 years since passage of the enabling law, adopting localities have approved more preservation grants than any other type of CPA funding. 

Mixed Use

CPA grants may also be combined to support multiple CPA uses on a single site. For example, nearly a dozen initiatives have been undertaken where an historic building was adapted for affordable housing, open space protected as part of a housing plan, or all three purposes accomplished on one site.

“Part of the genius of CPA is to foster a sense of cooperation among local advocates,” said Robert Kuehn, a developer of affordable housing and a board member of several of the Coalition’s member organizations. “After assessing hometown needs, residents in CPA communities have realized that it is not housing versus open space or preservation versus housing, but rather all these purposes together that help define the scale and character of the community”.  

“With the CPA,” said Rick Reed, Town Administrator in Bedford, the first municipality to adopt the Act, the “town has been able to create over 30 new units of affordable housing, purchase 31 acres of open space, improve trail systems, restore our historic Town Center and Town Hall buildings and make other community investments that will have enduring value for years to come.”

“The Community Preservation Act not only creates a focus on critical needs in Marion but provides us with the funding to address them,” said Chris Bryant, President of the Sippican Lands Trust in Marion.
