A Sampling of Spring, 2005 CPA Projects from Around the State

Affordable Housing

· $160,000 in Acton for a Community Housing Program Fund that will contribute towards the construction of 4 units to be built on a reclaimed brownfield.

· $500,000 in Bedford to fund affordable housing at East St. Court. Four units will be created: one for families in a historic rehab and three town houses for handicapped and senior families.

· $112,500 in Chatham for additional funding for the town's rental voucher program. Will go to 4-6 additional families.

· $55,000 in Chilmark to fund a rental assistance program for year-round residents.

· $10,000 in Dracut to preserve an affordable unit that would otherwise be sold at market rates. (Final approval still pending).

· $30,000 in Harvard to the Housing Partnership to create an Affordable Housing Trust Fund and to hire a consultant for the Harvard Housing Authority Mass Ave. housing development.

· $430,000 in Lincoln to construct a two-unit home, renovate an existing house, and create 1-2 affordable condos, for a total of 5-6 new affordable units

· $200,000 in Nantucket to the Nantucket Housing Office for their house recycling program, where private individuals donate unwanted but structurally sound dwellings. The Office then relocates the homes, rehabilitates them, and rents them affordably. Will go to move and rehab 2 homes.

· $176,382 in Newburyport to help rehab a house on Titcomb St. and convert it into 5 affordable apartments. (Final approval still pending).

· $550,000 in Newton to pay off a loan from the Mass. Housing Investment Corp. for the acquisition and rehab of 2 two-family properties that will provide 4 rental units to families with Section 8 certificates.

· $1,000,000 in Newton to pay down mortgage of a 10-unit apartment building that will provide rental housing under the Section 8 affordable rental program.

· $150,000 in Norwell for moving up to 6 houses onto land the location of which will be determined.

· $40,000 in North Andover to develop a Planned Production Plan. As a follow up to the EO418 plan, the PPP will help the CPA Committee and the Housing Partnership Committee develop a strategy for future affordable housing initiatives, seek temporary relief from future 40B activities, and recommend Town Meeting-ready CPA projects.

· $1,900,000 in Provincetown 
for senior affordable housing as part of the Cape End Manor nursing home expansion. Would pay for 10 assisted-living and 9 independent-living units for low-income seniors. Will be bonded.

· $500,000 in Rockport to Wellspring House Inc. of Gloucester for conversion of the Rockport Lodge on South St. into 15 units of housing, 10 of which will be affordable condos for sale.

· $500,000 in Sudbury to buy down 5 condo units and make them affordable.

· $450,000 in Wellesley to the Wellesley Housing Development Corp to create affordable housing.

Open Space

· $100,800 in Amherst 
for the purchase of a 36-acre farm to be used for community agriculture, education, and preservation.

· $87,000 in Easthampton to purchase 9 acres of open space. Was matched with a $203,000 self-help grant from the state.

· $240,000 in Georgetown to purchase 26 acres of land adjacent to existing protected Water Department and Conservation Lands, within the town's watershed.

· $72,500 in Hadley for the purchase of two parcels of open space, totaling 8.3 acres.

· $350,000 in Lincoln for the purchase of 67 acres of conservation land on Tower Road. This is a contribution towards the total price of $2.5 million.

· $250,000 in Nantucket towards the $20 million purchase of the 110-acre Massachusetts Field Station Property. On the property, there is a large, pristine salt marsh and tidal creek, freshwater ponds, freshwater and brackish wetlands, uplands, barrier beach, and 2,000 feet of waterfront.  

· $165,000 in Newburyport to purchase 10 acres and a rail bed for the creation of a rail-trail. Will be bonded for 10 years. (Final approval still pending).

· $575,000 in Peabody to purchase 6.7 acres of open space near Bartholomew St., next to conservation land the City already owns.

· $750,000 in Provincetown to purchase a potential subdivision to protect the Town's drinking water supply.

· $35,000 in Stow for the purchase of a 21-acre CR on Hale Woodlands.

· $500,000 in Sudbury towards the purchase of the 24-acre Libby property. Others sources of funding will contribute.

· $11,503,000 in Westford for the acquisition of the 286-acre East Boston Camps, for open space and recreation. Includes a mix of current CPA funding and long-term bonding. Town also received a $500,000 self-help grant.

· $450,000 in Weston for the purchase of 4.5 acres of woodland with large hemlocks, young sugar maples, and an intermittent stream that would link the Town Green to an existing large tract of conservation land.

· $314,280 in Wilbraham for the purchase of the 240-acre Rice farm, which will be for conservation, recreation, and agricultural use. CPA funds will be put towards the total purchase price of $2.4 million. Will also receive a self-help grant from the state.

Historic Preservation

· $120,000 in Acton for Town Hall slate roof restoration.

· $48,000 in Agawam for preservation and stabilization of the Captain Charles Leonard House (built in the early 1800s) and the Thomas Smith House (built in the late 1790s). 

· $75,000 in Ayer for restoration of the Town Hall roof.

· $50,000 in Bedford for preservation of the Springs Road Cemetery

· $35,000 in Boxford for preservation work at the old Boxford Town Hall, built in 1891. Funding is to bring certain electrical systems up to code and install a central air conditioning/de-humidification system to help preserve the wood-framed building from persistent mold problems and potential rot. 

· $200,000 in Braintree to replace windows at Town Hall.

· $178,900 in Chatham for preservation of a Historic Light, which dates to 1923 when it was one of two installed on Twin Lighthouses in Chatham. It includes unique and valuable Fresnel lens.

· $5,375 in Chelmsford to restore approximately 43 headstones at the well known Forefather Burial Ground, located in Chelmsford Center.

· $34,143 in Dartmouth to restore a granite slab bridge built in the 1850's and widen a portion of the old King's Highway.

· $2,976,816 in Duxbury to rehabilitate the Wright Building, a 1907 structure that has been deteriorating and vacant for a number of years. It will serve as an archive and a teen center. Will bond for up to two years.

· $62,500 in Hadley for tree work at North Hadley Cemetery, which has some revolutionary war graves. The trees are interfering with the gravestones.

· $40,000 in Hingham for an architectural study of historic Old Ship Church.

· $35,440 in Leverett for restoration of all of the existing (original) windows in the Leverett Town Hall and for purchase of new external storm windows. The new storms would be Historic One Lite Storms made for historic buildings. 

· $461,750 in Lincoln for restoration of the town library.

· $5,000 in Marshfield to help create a Marshfield Hills historic district. (Final approval still pending).

· Approximately $1,400,000 in Middleton for restoration of the historic Flint Public Library. Exact amount of funding from CPA is uncertain at this point, but it will represent about 25-50% of total revenue over the next 20 years. 

· $135,000 in Nahant to restore the Nahant Life-Saving Station.

· $170,000 in Nantucket for preservation of the Historic Methodist Church Building.

· $125,000 in Norfolk for rehab of the schoolhouse portion of the Norfolk Public Library.

· $115,000 in Rowley for historic restoration of Town Hall.

· $75,000 in Stockbridge for restoration of Town Hall and a school building.

· $230,000 in Weston to convert the historic Town-owned Fiske building to an income-producing asset by renovating it and bringing it up to code. 

· $88,000 in Westport for rehabilitation of the historic Wolf Pitt schoolhouse on Old County Rd. It's a one-room schoolhouse from 1833. (Final approval still pending).

Public Recreation

· $75,000 in Acton for Bruce Freeman Rail Trail Start-up Funding.

· $1,400,000 in Bedford for preservation of Springs Brook Park. Partially funded through current CPA funds and partially through bonding.

· $10,000 in Grafton for preservation of the Ekblaw Canoe Launch.

· $6,000 in Hadley for a conceptual plan for the Lower Reservoir recreational area.

· $10,000 in Harvard to develop a plan for a bike path from the Town Center to Devens.

· $85,000 in Nantucket for a children’s' playground at the beach and construction of Jetties Beach Playground.

· $97,060 in Peabody for a new Higgins School athletic field.

· $35,000 in Scituate for an elementary school playground that will be ADA accessible.

· $25,000 in Sudbury for a rail-trial project.

· $51,110 in Wellesley for preservation of Elm Park.

· $252,000 in Westfield to preserve the Municipal Playground on Franklin Street. Will receive $500,000 self-help grant from the state.

· $1,298,000 in Westford for part of the large East Boston Camps purchase that will be reserved for recreation.
