· $350,000 in Braintree to replace windows at Town Hall and to landscape and irrigate the Town Hall mall.

· $9,000,000 in Cambridge to the Cambridge Housing Trust Fund for affordable housing projects to be determined. (Final approval still pending).

· $550,000 in Newton to pay off a loan from the Mass. Housing Investment Corp. for the acquisition and rehab of 2 two-family properties that will provide 4 rental units to families with Section 8 certificates.

· $1,000,000 in Newton
 to pay down mortgage of a 10-unit apartment building that will provide rental housing under the Section 8 affordable rental program.

· $149,000 in Norfolk for rehabilitation of the schoolhouse portion of the Norfolk Public Library and for restoration of the exterior of the Federated Church.

· $47,000 in Norfolk to construct walkways on Town Hill.

· $450,000 in Wellesley to the Wellesley Housing Development Corp to create affordable housing.

· $32,694 in Wellesley for preservation of the Dadmu-McNamara House.

· $51,110 in Wellesley for preservation of Elm Park.
