A Sampling of Spring, 2005 CPA Projects

· $35,000 in Boxford for preservation work at the old Boxford Town Hall, built in 1891. Funding is to bring certain electrical systems up to code and install a central air conditioning/de-humidification system to help preserve the wood-framed building from persistent mold problems and potential rot. 

· $102,300 in Boxford to build two new tennis courts and a new field at Spofford Pond School, including an irrigation well.

· $240,000 in Georgetown to purchase 26 acres of land adjacent to existing protected Water Department and Conservation Lands, within the town's watershed.

· $9,000 in Georgetown for the preservation of trails and access to Municipal lands that have been identified in the Town's approved Open Space and Recreation Plan.

· $10,000 in Georgetown to Rebuilding Together for assistance to lower income homeowners.

· Approximately $1,400,000 in Middleton for restoration of the historic Flint Public Library. Exact amount of funding from CPA is uncertain at this point, but it will represent about 25-50% of total revenue over the next 20 years.

· $15,000 in Middleton for demolition of buildings on land purchased for town common.

· $10,000 in Nahant for an affordable housing plan for the town.

· $135,000 in Nahant to restore the Nahant Life-Saving Station.

· $165,000 in Newburyport to purchase 10 acres and a rail bed for the creation of a rail-trail. Will be bonded for 10 years. (Final approval still pending).

· $176,382 in Newburyport to help rehab a house on Titcomb St. and convert it into 5 affordable apartments. (Final approval still pending).

· $200,000 in Newburyport to protect the city's largest undeveloped parcel of land, a 222-acre wooded lot known as the Common Pasture. (Final approval still pending).

· $75,000 in Newburyport to restore the exterior of the Custom House. (Final approval still pending).

· $225,000 in North Andover for grants to qualified first time homebuyers, upon application and other requirements, for homes in Town for those who have strong ties to the community.

· $40,000 in North Andover to develop a Planned Production Plan. As a follow up to the EO418 plan, the PPP will assist the CPC and Housing Partnership Committee develop a strategy for future affordable housing initiatives, seek temporary relief from future 40B activities, and recommend Town Meeting-ready CPA funding projects.

· $70,000 in North Andover for rehab of the historic Plant House at the Stevens Estate.

· $575,000 in Peabody to purchase 6.7 open space near Bartholomew St., next to conservation land the City already owns.

· $97,060 in Peabody for a new Higgins School athletic field.

· $115,000 in Rowley for historic restoration of Town Hall.

· $267,500 in Rowley to preservation of existing ballfields, the creation of a new softball field, and the purchase of 1.1 acres of land for active recreation.

· $500,000 in Rockport to Wellspring House Inc. of Gloucester for conversion of the Rockport Lodge on South St. into 15 units of housing, 10 of which will be affordable condos for sale.
