A Sampling of Spring, 2005 CPA Projects

· $50,000 in Acushnet for the purchase of the 76-acre White's Woods (an additional appropriation; funding was also provided last year).

· $260,000 in Dartmouth to acquire 38 acres of woodland that fills a hole in a chain of 350 acres of contiguous conservation land (final approval still pending).

· $34,143 in Dartmouth to restore a granite slab bridge built in the 1850's and widen a portion of the old King's Highway.

· $2,976,816 in Duxbury to rehabilitate the Wright Building, a 1907 structure that has been deteriorating and vacant for a number of years. It will serve as an archive and a teen center. Will bond for up to two years.

· $15,000 in Easton for a housing plan for the town.

· $50,000 in Hingham to fund the town's Conversation Fund.

· $70,000 in Hingham for an architectural study of historic Old Ship Church and to rehabilitate GAR Hall.

· $350,000 in Marshfield for a 7-acre open space purchase. The state will contribute $350,000 in additional funding.

· $25,000 in Marshfield to complete title searches for possible acquisition of "owner unknown" properties as open space.

· $5,000 in Marshfield to help create a Marshfield Hills historic district. (Final approval still pending).

· $150,000 in Norwell for moving up to 6 houses onto land the location of which will be determined.

· $425,000 in Norwell to purchase 6.5 acres of land on the corner of River St. and Meadowbrook Ln.

· $15,000 in Norwell for the preservation of a Civil War monument in the town square. (Final approval still pending),

· $134,000 in Plymouth to preserve the historic Harlow House.

· $42,500 in Scituate for restoration of the chimney on the historic Cudworth House. 

· $35,000 in Scituate for an elementary school playground that will be ADA accessible.

· $30,000 in Wareham to survey approximately 54 acres of town-owned land for its potential for affordable housing, open space and recreational use, including athletic fields. 

· $88,000 in Westport for rehabilitation of the historic Wolf Pitt schoolhouse on Old County Rd. It's a one-room schoolhouse from 1833. (Final approval still pending).
