A Sampling of Spring, 2005 CPA Projects

· $178,900 in Chatham for preservation of a Historic Light, which dates to 1923 when it was one of two installed on Twin Lighthouses in Chatham. It includes unique and valuable Fresnel lens.

· $112,500 in Chatham for the town's rental voucher program. Will go to 4-6 families.

· $33,500 in Chatham for playground equipment for Chatham Elementary School.

· $55,000 in Chilmark to fund a rental assistance program for year-round residents.

· $30,000 in Chilmark for preservation of historic stone walls and other historic sites.

· $200,000 in Nantucket to the Nantucket Housing Office for their house-recycling program, where private individuals donate unwanted but structurally sound dwellings. The Nantucket Housing Office then relocates the homes, rehabilitates them, and rents them affordably.

· $50,000 in Nantucket to Habitat for Humanity for construction of an affordable home.

· $54,000 in Nantucket for preservation work on the Landmark house, used for affordable housing.

· $100,000 in Nantucket to the Nantucket Behavioral Health Services, Nantucket Housing for Recovering People program.

· $185,000 in Nantucket for the Nantucket Human Services Center, which will consist of significant open space, recreational facilities, and four units of affordable housing.

· $250,000 in Nantucket towards the $20 million purchase of the 110-acre Massachusetts Field Station Property. On the property, there is a large, pristine salt marsh and tidal creek, freshwater ponds, freshwater and brackish wetlands, uplands, barrier beach, and 2,000 feet of waterfront.  

· $410,000 in Nantucket for preservation of the Historic Methodist Church Building and the Florence Higginbotham House Restoration Project.

· $1,900,000 in Provincetown for senior affordable housing as part of the Cape End Manor nursing home expansion. Would pay for 10 assisted-living and 9 independent-living units for low-income seniors. Will be bonded.

· $750,000 in Provincetown to purchase a potential subdivision to protect the Town's drinking water supply.

· $75,000 in Provincetown for preliminary work for potential repairs to historic Town Hall.
